
SNOWBOARDING STUDENT SKILL LEVELS 

Skills listed in order of increasing level of difficulty. Register for the highest zone in which 
student can consistently perform at least one of the skills. Student should be able to 
perform all skills in any lower level zones. If in doubt, select the less difficult zone.  All 
students will be tested to confirm eligibility in selected zone. 

The student rider: 

NEVER-EVER ZONE 

 Is unfamiliar with riding 

 Has not ridden a chair lift 

 Can make some turns on easy Green terrain 

 Is only comfortable on easy Green terrain 

BEGINNER ZONE 

 Can make basic turns on Green terrain 

 Can make basic skidded turns on Green and easy Blue terrain 

 Is mastering Green terrain and just beginning to venture onto Blue runs 

INTERMEDIATE ZONE 

 Can make linked basic skidded turns on Green and  Blue terrain  

 Can make dynamic basic turns on most Blue terrain 

 Can make linked turns on all Green and Blue terrain 

 Is mastering Blue terrain and venturing onto easy moguls and easy Black terrain 

ADVANCED ZONE 

 Can make linked turns on easy Black terrain  

 Can make linked carved turns on all Blue and Black terrain 

 Is venturing into big moguls and Double Black Diamond terrain 

 Can ski or ride in control on most terrains and in most snow conditions
